Since the Express Edition of VB 2005 was released, the authors have determined that it can be used for all Windows programs in the text. Visual Web Developer can be used for the Web applications. However, there are substantial differences in the menus and tools available in the Express Edition compared to the Standard and Professional Editions.

Then you can rename the solution in the Solution Explorer. It’s a good idea to do this, because it’s the solution name that appears in the IDE’s title bar.

7th bullet: VB no longer supports renaming the root namespace.
