Find Nike and examine its financial data for comparison with the S&P Corporate Reports and Value Line Industry Survey:

1. Click the Find Company icon on the toolbar or press the Control & F keys (Ctrl + F)

2. At the Find Stock Issue window, enter NKE if you wish to search By Ticker or enter Nike if you wish to search By Company Name

3. When Nike is highlighted in blue on the company list, click Ok
Nike will now be the first company in the Stock Notebook and will be highlighted in yellow. Select the various notebook tabs to find the desired data.

Screen for the companies in the Stock Investor database that have an SIC of 2043:

1. Open the Screen Editor by selecting the Tools menu from the toolbar end clicking on Screen Editor (Tools – Screen Editor) or by clicking on the Screen Editor icon on the toolbar.

2. Click New on the Screen Editor window (Note: Be sure that no portfolios are loaded. You can tell this by looking at the top right of the Screen Editor Window, where is should say “Portfolio none”. If a portfolio is loaded, click on the Down Arrow to the right of Portfolio on the toolbar and select None from the top of the list.)
3. Click in the first cell of Field column, which will be highlighted in blue

4. Scroll down the list of data categories that will appear when you click in the cell to Company Information

5. Click on the “+” sign next to the left of Company Information

6. Scroll down the list of data fields to SIC Primary code

7. Double-click on SIC Primary code so that it appears in the cell

8. Click in the first cell in the Operator column

9. Double-click on Equals so that it appears in the cell

10. Click in the first cell of the Compare To column

11. Type in 2043 and hit Enter

12. Click on the Apply button at the bottom of the Screen Editor window

13. Once the screen has run, the Stock Notebook will contain those companies that passed the screen

Locate the SIC primary codes for the companies listed on page 101:

1. Click the Find Company icon on the toolbar or press the Control & F keys (Ctrl + F)

2. At the Find Stock Issue window, enter in the company ticker if you wish to search By Ticker or enter in the company name if you wish to search By Company Name

3. When the company is highlighted in blue on the company list, click Ok

The SIC for a company is found on the Description sub tab of the Overview tab.

1. Go to the Help menu on the toolbar and select Contents and Index (Menu – Contents and Index)

2. Click on the Contents tab of the Help Topics window

3. Double-click on Sectors

Screen for those companies that make up each of the twelve sector classifications in Stock Investor:
1. Open the Screen Editor by selecting the Tools menu from the toolbar and clicking on Screen Editor (Tools – Screen Editor) or by clicking on the Screen Editor icon on the toolbar

2. Click New on the Screen Editor window (Note: Be sure that no portfolios are loaded. You can tell this by looking at the top right of the Screen Editor Window, where is should say “Portfolio none”. If a portfolio is loaded, click on the Down Arrow to the right of Portfolio on the toolbar and select None from the top of the list.)
3. Click in the first cell of Field column, which will be highlighted in blue

4. Scroll down the list of data categories that will appear when you click in the cell to Company Information

5. Click on the “+” sign next to the left of Company Information

6. Scroll down the list of data fields to Sector

7. Double-click on Sector so that it appears in the cell

8. Click in the first cell of the Operator column

11. From the list of twelve sectors that appears after clicking in this cell, double-click on Basic Materials

12. Click on the Apply button at the bottom right of the Screen Editor window

13. Once the screen has run, the Stock Notebook will contain those companies that passed the screen
