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The following is a list of novels with journalists as protagonists who face ethical dilemmas in the course of the plot. They are selected from a collection of nearly one thousand journalism novels owned by the author.

The Fly on the Wall by Tony Hillerman. Statehouse reporter John Cotton must decide whether to become personally involved with a government bureaucrat who might hold the key to a contracting scandal that has already cost one snoopy reporter his life.

Images by Cara Saylor Polk. Ambitious television newswoman Marlena Williams has to decide whether it’s legitimate to get big stories in a horizontal position.

Dirty Laundry by Pete Hamill. Cynical journalist Sam Briscoe wonders whether he can perform the best possible investigation when the murder victim is his former lover.

Fellow Travelers by Alex Beam. Novice Moscow correspondent Nick Perkins has to wonder about his objectivity as he falls in love with the vast country he is supposed to cover for his magazine.

Floater by Calvin Trillin. A jack-of-all-trades at a news magazine fools readers with his alleged omniscience as part of his job description.

The Circus Master’s Mission by Joel Brinkley. White House correspondent Christopher Eaton battles his heart as an affair with a national security official embroils him in a dangerous international story.

The Evening News by Arthur Hailey. Network news anchor Crawford Sloane tries to figure out how to report the news fairly when the number-one story is the kidnapping of his family by terrorists.

The White Hand by Jean Warmbold. Magazine writer Sarah Calloway will lie and cheat and steal and sleep with sources to get a story. Once in a while, she even has minor qualms about her techniques.

The Almighty by Irving Wallace. Publisher Edward Armstead tries to determine how far he can go in manipulating news events so that his newspaper is out front.

Changes by Danielle Steel. Network anchorwoman Melanie Adams tries to balance career and home when she falls in love with a source who wants her to move to his city across the country.

Hot Type by Kristy Daniels. Newspaper reporter Troy Satterly tests the limits as she strives for the top rung in scandal journalism.

Episode by Richard Pollak. Investigation reporter Daniel Cooper wonders about the limits of working a murder story when he is the prime suspect.
