Population Management 2000 Software

PM2000 System Requirements

PM2000 is a Windows program, and it can run on Pentium class computers running Windows 95, Windows 98, Windows 2000, Windows NT, or Windows XP. It requires about 2 MB of disk space for the program files and up to about 7 MB of space for system files that it may need to load onto the computer. It may not run on computers with 32 MB RAM, and it will run best if there is at least 64MB of RAM.

PM2000 Installation Instructions

I. How To Download PM2000

1. Open a web browser such as Netscape or Internet Explorer

2. Go to the site http://www.mhhe.com/conservation and follow the “Using the Workbook” link.

3. Click on the “PM2000 Teachers Program” link to begin the process of downloading PM2000.

4. Save the file “pm2000tinstall.exe” to the Desktop.  Choose “Desktop” from the “Save in:” drop down box at the top of the window and then click the “Save” button.

5. A dialog box should appear to indicate the progress of the download and tell you when it is complete. Downloading the file from the website to your computer may take several minutes or longer, depending on your connection speed. After the download has been completed, you may close your web browser.

II. How To Install PM2000

1. To install PM2000 you will need to extract files from the executable. Double click on the “pm2000tinstall.exe” file on your desktop to start the self-extracting program. 

2. A dialog box that says “ PKSFX©…” will appear. Under “Extract to:” type “C:\temppm” and click “Extract.” 

3. If asked “Create ‘c:\temppm’ directory?” click “Yes.”

4. Close all other programs you may be running on your computer.

5. Double click on the “My Computer” icon on your Desktop, click on “C:” and find the “temppm” folder you have just created. 

6. In the C:\temppm folder, double click the “setup.exe” icon to begin the PM2000 installation process.

7. A “PM2000 teaching version Setup” dialog box will appear.  Click “OK” to proceed with installation.

8. Click the large square button with the computer icon in it to install PM2000 in the default directory.  Do not change the directory; the PM2000 teaching version must be installed in the default 
“C:\Program Files\pm2000t” directory in order to work properly.

9. Click “Continue” when prompted to choose the “Program Group” for PM2000.

10. PM2000 will begin installing the necessary files.  If asked to update system files, click yes. (If your system files have to be updated during setup, you will need to restart your computer.  Wait to restart your computer until after you have finished the entire setup process.)

11. Click “OK” in the dialog box that says “PM2000 teaching version setup was completed successfully.”

12. You may now delete the “C:\temppm” directory. You may want to keep “pm2000tinstall.exe” as a backup.

III. How To Run PM2000

1. Click the “Start” button in the lower left of your screen to bring up the Start Menu.

2. Choose “Programs”, then “pm2000”, and finally “pm2000 teaching version”
IV. How To Use the Okapi project in PM2000

1. Once PM2000 is open, choose “Open Okapi Project.”  

Note: PM2000 may not display well with some Settings of computer screens. If labels of PM2000 run off the edge of the screen, or the screens otherwise are problematic, you should try alternative Display Settings. These Settings can be accessed via the Control Panel > Display > Settings. Usually, PM2000 displays well with a Screen Display Area of 1024x768. A Screen Area of less than 800x600 will often cause problems. Font size (accessed through the Advanced button of the Display Settings) seems to work well when it is set at Large fonts. For some monitors, however, settings other than those described above may be better. The MS Office menu bar may cover part of the PM2000 display. If that happens, set the Office bar to AutoHide.

2. To complete Exercise 7

a. Once the Okapi project is open, click on the “Goals” tab of the program window (Figure 1).

b. You are now ready to complete Exercise 7.

3. To complete Exercises 8 and 9 

a. Once the Okapi project is open, click on “Genetics” from the bar at the top of the program screen.

b. Next, click on the “Pairings” tab (Figure 2).

c. You are now ready to complete Exercise 8 or 9.

How to Uninstall PM2000

1. Click the “Start” button in the lower left of your screen to bring up the Start Menu.

2. Choose “Settings” and then “Control Panel”.

3. From the “Control Panel” that comes up, double click on “Add/Remove Programs”.

4. Find “pm2000 teaching version” in the list and remove or uninstall it.

5. Answer any questions asked by the uninstall program.  Typically it is safest to keep any files that the uninstall program thinks might not be used by any other programs.

6. When you receive the message “Program installation removed”, click “Ok” to finish uninstalling PM2000.

7. You may close the “Control Panel” window.
