Group Activity #4

The list below contains fields you should use to create the book club database. Book club members’ purchases are tracked in this database. The book club also uses this database to generate customer receipts and to see what books its members read.

You will need to create more than one database table for this database. Remember to select field characteristics and mark primary keys. You’ll also want to think about the relationships between the tables.

The fields below are in alphabetical order. You shouldn’t arrange them in the same order in the database tables. Create your tables in Microsoft Word first and have your instructor check your tables. Then build your tables and relationships in Microsoft Access. Ask your instructor if you should do anything else with your database.

Database Field
Description

Book_Club_ID
A membership ID issued to every book club member.

City
The member’s city.

Cost
The price of each book.

Customer_Name
The member’s name.

ISBN
The number used to identify each book. (You can find it on the inside front pages of every book.)

Item_Purchased
What book the member purchased.

Purchase_Date
When the member purchased the book.

Quantity
How many of each book the member purchased.

Salutation
Mr., Ms., Mrs., Dr., etc.

State
The member’s state.

Street_Address
The member’s street address.

Title
The book title.

Transaction_ID
A number used to identify each sale.

Zip_Code
The member’s zip code.
