· What does the scene look like? How are individuals and groups dressed? What else do you see?


· Focus on students and their body language. What’s the composition of groups, pairs, or individuals? Who’s talking, touching, or teasing? Describe the behavior.


· Focus on staff or faculty in the area. What are their roles? Are they detached, integrated, or “in charge”? Describe their actions.


· What noise is evident—music, varied languages, general chatter, or the “sounds of silence”?


· Compare and contrast these areas: cafeteria, hallways, open spaces. (Are various cliques entitled to special spots or activities? Is studying more evident in one section?
