2.3 HTML, XML, and XHTML

Adding the XML declaration and the Document Type Definition for XHTML to the beginning of a source document:

<?xml version="1.0"?>

<!DOCTYPE html PUBLIC 


"-//W3C//DTD XHTML 1.0 Transitional//EN"


"http://www/w3/org/TR/xhtml/11/DTD/xhtml1-transitional.dtd">

Adding the XML namespace information to the <html> tag:
<html xmlns="http://www.w3.org/1999/xhtml">

Using the <meta> element (within the <head> element) to describe the content of a Web page via a list of keywords and/or a short description:
<meta name="keywords" content="coffee, tea, exotic, imported" />

<meta name="description"


content="Wholesaler and retailer of coffees and teas from around the world" />

2.4 Paragraphs and Line Breaks

Defining a paragraph, with blank lines before and after it:

<p>Here is the first sentence of the paragraph. Here is the second sentence. Here is the third sentence.</p><p>This sentence will be the first in a new paragraph....</p>

Inserting a blank line between blocks of text using just the <p> tag (not recommended):

Here is the first sentence.<p>Here is the second sentence, which will be the start of a new paragraph. Here is the third sentence.

Making the previous example XHTML-compliant:

Here is the first sentence.<p></p>Here is the second sentence, which will be the start of a new paragraph. Here is the third sentence.

Inserting a line break:

This line will be<br /> broken after the fourth word.

2.5 Adding More Tags

Specifying headers (most important to least important, level 1 to level 6):

<h1>This is a level-1 header.</h1>

...

<h6>This is a level-6 header.</h6>

Specifying text as “emphasized” (usually displayed as italic):

<em>This sentence will probably be displayed in italic.</em>

Specifying text as “strong” (usually displayed as bold):

<strong>This sentence will probably be displayed in bold.</strong>

Specifying text to be displayed in italics (not recommended):

<i>This sentence will probably be displayed in italics.</i>

Specifying text to be displayed in bold (not recommended):

<b>This sentence will probably be displayed in bold.</b>

Specifying a block quotation:

<blockquote>Fourscore and seven years ago our fathers brought forth on this continent a new nation, conceived in liberty and dedicated to the proposition that all men are created equal.</blockquote>

Specifying text to be slightly larger or slightly smaller than normal size:

<big>This sentence will be displayed slightly larger than normal.</big>

<small>This sentence will be displayed slightly smaller than normal.</small>
