
CHAPTER 7: WRITING STATEMENTS OF FACT AND OPINION
1. Choose a topic. Remember, a topic is a word, name, or phrase. It is never a sentence. 

2. Now write a statement about that topic that is a fact. In other words, the information in the statement can be proven true using research, direct observation, etc. Be sure you use the topic in your sentence.

3. Then write a statement about the topic that is an opinion. In other words, the information in the statement cannot be proved or disproved. Opinions often contain judgment words (beautiful, interesting, etc.) that can be interpreted different ways by different people. Be sure you use the topic in your sentence.





       Example:

topic:

cell phones






fact:  Thirty percent of Americans use cell phones as their only phone service.
opinion:
Cell phones are the greatest convenience of all time.
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
