Instructions for the hands-on exercises in Chang’s Geographic Information Systems, 4th ed. correlate to ArcGIS 9.1. ArcGIS 9.2 users will notice that ESRI, Inc. has changed some user interfaces. Also, since the completion of the book manuscript, a couple of URLs have changed. The following lists the changes that the author has noted.

“In Task 1, you will import an ArcInfo interchange file to a coverage and convert the coverage to a shapefile. Task 1 also lets you examine the data structure of a coverage and a shapefile.”
2. Task 1, Step 7, change the 2nd sentence to read: “The Shapefile Properties dialog has the General, XY Coordinate System, Fields, and Indexes tabs.”

1. Task 1, Step 2, change the paragraph to read:

“Next create a new feature dataset. Right-click Task1.mdb, point to New, and select Feature Dataset. In the next dialog, enter Area 1 for the name. Then import the coordinate system of stream.shp to be the feature dataset’s coordinate system.
Skip the dialog for Z coordinates. Click on Finish to exit.”

1. Task 4, Step 1, change the paragraph to read:

“Launch ArcCatalog, if necessary. Expand GIS Servers in the Catalog tree. Double-click Add ArcIMS Server to open its dialog. Enter the following URL: http://wetlandswms.er.usgs.gov. Expand the server to verify that you are connected to USFWS_WMS_HI_Wetlands.”
2. Task 4, Step 2, delete Web Map Service from the 4th sentence.

3. Task 4, Step 4, change the paragraph to read:
“This step adds shaded relief to the map via ESRI’s Geography Network. Click the Add Data button. Double-click Geography Network Services hosted by ESRI in the GIS Servers menu. Then select CBI_Relief to add to Task 4. Close the warning message about geographic coordinate systems (GCS_North_American_1983 is very close o GCS_WGS_1984). You can now see wetland polygons with a shaded-relief background.” 

4. Challenge Task, change the 3rd paragraph to read:

“To download the boundary file of California counties, go to http://gis.ca.gov/BrowseCatalog.epl. Click on County Boundaries (1:24000). Then click on the download button. Follow the instructions to download the cnty24k97 shapefile (including .dbf, .prj, .shp, and .shx).”

1. Task 3, Step 1, change the 5th to 10th sentences to read:
“Enter Merge for the Name of the feature dataset. Click Import in the next dialog, and import the coordinate system from idroads.shp for the feature dataset. Click Next twice, and then Finish to dismiss the dialogs.”

In the second panel, check to show only selected features/records on the graph, enter Elev-SweMax for the title, and click Finish.” 

2. Task 2, Step 2, change the paragraph to read:

“This step draws a 40-mile circle around Sun Valley. Zoom in on the area around Sun Valley. Click the New Rectangle dropdown arrow on the Drawing toolbar and select New Circle. Click Sun Valley in the map and drag the mouse pointer to draw a circle. A radius reading in miles should appear in the lower left of the screen. Try to get the reading as close to 40 miles as possible. If the circle you have drawn is too large or too small, you can delete it and redraw it.”

“Click on Surface water. On the USGS Surface-Water Data for the Nation page, click on Real-time Data. You can now select a site location by state. On the site page, write down the latitude and longitude readings of the station as well as the datum (e.g., NAD27).”

1. Task 1, Step 2, change the 2nd and 3rd sentences to read: “Right-click the Chapter 17 database, point to New, and click Address Locator.”
2. Task 1, Step 4: delete “prefixed by the user name on your computer” from the sentence.
