          Comming home with a new baby can be a trying time as well as a joyous one. In the begining parents may not be prepared for the intensity of the baby's crying. Psychologist confirm that crying causes much frustration in new families. The baby's cries can have many meanings: “I need food”; “I need to be held”; “I need to be changed.” But when feeding, holding, and changing don't work, parents don't know what they are suppose to do, and they feel like crying themselves. Gradually, however, the parents learn to interpret different cries; gradually they learn tricks for relieving discomforts (like walking or dancing while holding the baby close) and thus stoping the cries; and gradualy the baby becomes more use to the inner and outer discomforts of daily life. The biggest danger for familys at these times is that frustration might spill over into fighting between parents or into child abuse. New parents need to know that their frustration is normal and that within three months things will be better. Instead of takeing their anger out on each other or on the baby, they should help each other through the trying times. Latter they may look back with pride, fondness, and even humor at the adventure of their first three months of parenthood.
