In 18511, the National Era, an antislavery paper, began serialization off the book and, when the book itself was issued in 1852, it sold out within two days. Uncle Tom's Cabin made Stowe an international figure, despised by some and admired by most.. President Abraham Lincoln honored her and called her the  “lady who wrote the book that made this big war.”
