On November 6, 2002, Ed Levine wrote about the 2,759 pizzerias in New York City. The New York Times article is titled Pizza 2002: The State of the Slice, in the F section on pages 1 and 4. You found the information about the article at www.nytimes.com

 Although it's called an (encyclopedia,( Encyclopedia of European Cooking is actually an edited book and should follow the format for a collection or anthology. The editor is Musia Soper, and the book was published in 1962 in London, England. Spring Books was the publisher; the chapter you used is entitled Italian Cooking, on pages 351–400, written by Dorothy Daly. 

7.   On March 29, 2009, you found a video about tossing pizza dough at http://technorati.com/videos 

The heading was Papa John’s Pizza Dough Toss—The Basics.  The site did not give the date of creation.
