VB Mail Order Case Study, Chapter 3

The catalogs that do the best are those that will be mailed out next month. Management wants a program to find out how well a catalog is selling (you will use the camping catalog to test your program).

Create a program to figure out the amount of profit on various items. Include text boxes for the item name, the cost per unit, the sales price, and the number sold last month. When the user clicks on the ‘Calculate Profit’ button, subtract the sales price times the number sold last month from the cost per unit times the number sold last month and display the profit in a label (Family Tent example: 105 * 14 – 82 * 14 = $322 profit).

Keep a running total of the profit and number of items using two module level variables. When the Summary button is clicked display the total profit and the average profit (total profit divided by number of items) in a message box.

Include a clear button and an exit button. Do not allow missing or bad input data to cancel the program, instead display a message to the user.
