Video Bonanza Case Study, Chapter 1

Video Bonanza is a growing video store with lots of new and old videos. As the programmer working for Video Bonanza your job will be to create new helpful programs to assist both the employees and customers.

For your first job create a project to display a store map. Use labels as aisles and set the background color of each label to a different color of your choice, for example use red with the horror section. Change the text property of the labels to display the aisle number and the movie categories Comedy, Drama, Action, Sci-Fi, Horror, and New Releases.

Put six buttons on the form, one for each of the movie categories. When the user clicks on a button display the location of the users choice in a label below the map. (For example clicking the Horror button might display “See the red section, aisle 5, for Horror movies.”)

Include a button for Exit. Be sure to include keyboard access keys on all your buttons. Place a label on the top of the form in a 24-point font that reads Video Bonanza.
