Video Bonanza Case Study, Chapter 3

People enjoy watching different types of movies. To make sure you’re offering your customers a good selection of the movies they want to watch, create a program to check sales against the amount of floor space dedicated to each category. For example, if 50% of your sales are from Comedy then it would make sense that half of the store aisles contain Comedy movies.

Include five text boxes for input and 18 labels to display the output. The Calculate button will determine the % of Sales, % by Aisle, Difference, and Totals. Include a Clear button and an Exit button. Do not allow missing or bad input data to cancel the program, instead display a message to the user.

Test Data

Using the totals from the three cash registers (in white), your program should calculate the following numbers (in gray):

As can be seen, Comedy should have more aisle space and Drama and Horror should have less space.
