Video Bonanza Case Study, Chapter 4

Besides renting movies, Video Bonanza also sells popcorn and candy. Calculate the amount due for the movie rentals, popcorn and candy sales. For an order, the user should enter the customer number and customer’s name into text boxes. An order may consist of multiple items. For each item, the user will enter the item (movie name, popcorn or candy), quantity, and price into text boxes.

You will need buttons for Next Item, Display Total, and Exit.

For the Next Item button, validate the quantity and price. Each must be present and numeric. For any bad data, display a message box. Determine if the item is a movie or food item and add the charge into the appropriate total.

When the Display Total button is clicked, calculate the sales tax (at 8%) on the food items only, add the two total items together to obtain the subtotal, and add the sales tax to the subtotal to get the total amount due for the order. Display the subtotal, sales tax, and total in a message box. In the same message box ask the user if they would like to clear the form and accumulated totals so a new order can be started.

Optional Extra: The price textbox could be filled in automatically. If popcorn is entered put in a price of 1.50, if candy is typed in enter a price of 0.75. For everything else put in a price of 1.80. Since most people will only rent one movie of a certain title, enter a quantity of “1”. Don’t forget to use constants since these prices may change at any time.
