FBLA-PBL
Future Business Leaders of America-Phi Beta Lambda is an education organization for students preparing for careers in business and business-related fields. There are four divisions in the association: 

1. FBLA for high school students.
2. FBLA for middle school students.
3. PBL for postsecondary students.
4. Professional Alumni Division for businesspeople, educators, and parents who support the goals of the association.

The mission of FBLA-PBL is to bring business and education together in a positive working relationship through innovative leadership and career development programs.

Reston, Virginia, is the headquarters for FBLA-PBL. The group is organized on local, state, and national levels. Local chapters are guided by business teachers or advisers and advisory councils. Chapter activities for the national organization are coordinated by state advisers and committee members.

Membership
Membership at the high school level is more than 215,000. The postsecondary level (Phi Beta Lambda) has more than 15,000 college students as members. FBLA Middle Level (grades 5-9) is the newest group, but it is growing and has more than 8,000 members. The professional division has more than 3,000 members, and more than 10,000 advisors are members as well.

Funds for FBLA-PBL come directly from membership dues, conference fees, corporate contributions, and grants.

Conferences
Each year, chapters work toward competitions at the National Leadership Conference. Students compete in leadership events as they share their successes and learn new ideas about shaping their futures. Student members also run for national offices during these conferences. Approximately 7,000 members attend the national conference each year.
