MAJOR CONCLUSIONS:
1.
Last year, 10,000 women under the age of 18 reported being raped in the areas studied. At least 3,800 of the victims were under the age of 12. Most rapes are not reported, so the actual numbers are likely much higher.

2.
Twenty‑five percent of the nation’s females are under the age of 18. But females under the age of 18 account for 51 percent of all reported rapes in the areas studied.

3.
In Washington, D.C., and Idaho, one in three victims was under the age of 18. In Alabama, one in three victims was under the age of 17. In Nebraska, Pennsylvania and Wisconsin, one in three was under the age of 16. In Delaware, Michigan and North Dakota, one in three was under the age of 13.

4.
For females 18 or older, 55 percent were raped by an acquaintance,

12 percent by a family member and 33 percent by a stranger.


5. For females 12 through 17, 65 percent were raped by an acquaintance,

20 percent by a family member and 15 percent by a stranger.

6.
For females under 12, 50 percent were raped by an acquaintance,

46 percent by a family member and 4 percent by a stranger.

7.
Altogether, the 12 locations studied reported 20,824 rapes, or 20 percent

of the 109,000 rapes reported nationwide last year.
